Well here we areða new year 

and lots of new Sci ïFi/ Fantasy 

models !  Winter is upon us and 

most of us are staying indoors to 

build more models.  IN the past 

year science fiction models have 

seen a resurgence thanks to com-

panies such as Moebius Models, 

Pegasus Hobbies and Round 2 (formerly 

known as Polar lights).  If they produce half 

the models they displayed at IHobby, the fu-

ture looks bright!  This monthôs focus will be 

on Moebius Models, but future articles will 

cover Pegasus Hobbies, Round 2 and other 

model kit producers. 

Moebius Models 

Since last yearôs release of 

the Chariot and Space Pod 

from Lost in Space, Frank 

Winspur of Moebius Models 

(www.moebiusmodels.com) 

has been on a roll.  First up is 

the release of a 1/8 scale fig-

ure kit from Universal Stu-

dios 1931 classic horror movie Frankenstein.  

The kit has an amazing likeness of Boris Kar-

loff and comes with a base, wall, and huge iron 

door.  This is sure to become a fan favorite! 

    Next up are Marvel Comics Spider man and 

Green Goblin.  Cre-

ated by Stan Lee in 

1962, Spider-Man has 

become one of the 

most successful comic 

book character fran-

chises ever produced.  

These1/8 scale kits 

include gargoyle bases 

with Spidey in his familiar crouching position 

and Green Goblin flying on his glider.  Frank 

initially envisioned these to be built as book-

ends and are designed to be displayed separate 

or as a set.   

Finally, Frank has hit it out of the park with 

the release of the 1/35 

scale Jupiter 2 from 

Lost in Space.  Up 

until now, the only 

kits available were 

the 12 inch Polar 

Lights and several 

resin garage kit ver-

sions.  This massive 

kit is an impressive 18 inches in diameter and 

includes a highly detailed interior.  The model 

includes optional position landing gear/wells, 

numerous clear parts for lighting and decals.  

The top of the saucer can be removed to dis-

play the interior.  Early reviews have shown 

this to be one of the most accurate Jupiter 2s 

ever produced!

Finally, our very own Steve Carricato has pro-

duced his first model kit! Designed as a me-

dium tactical star fighter, the Frogg Hopper 

MK-II is a 1/35 resin kit that oozes with detail. 

Casted by another local Mark Krabbenhoft of 

Back to the Garage Kits, the FH MK-II comes 

complete with alien figures also sculpted by 

Mark. Several Centennial members have pur-

chased this kit and Matt Quiroz has already 

built and painted one. If youôre interested in 

this kit, contact Steve or you can pick one up 

at Compleat Games and Hobbies. Steve and 

Mark are working on releasing a couple of 

other kits and have some surprises in store! 
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Background 
 

 The Sikorsky SH-60 Seahawk (or Sea Hawk) is a twin 

turbo-shaft engine, multi-mission United States Navy helicopter 

based on the airframe of the United States Army UH-60 Black 

Hawk and a member of the Sikorsky S-70 family.  The most sig-

nificant modification is a hinged tail to reduce its footprint aboard 

ships. 

The U.S. Navy uses the H-60 airframe the model designa-

tionsSH60b, SH-60F, HH-60H MH-60R, and MH-60S.  Able to 

deploy aboard any air-capable frigate, destroyer, cruiser, fast 

combat support ship, amphibious assault ship, or aircraft carrier, 

the Seahawk can handle antisubmarine warfare (ASW), undersea 

warfare (USW), anti-surface warfare (ASUW), naval special war-

fare (NSW) insertion, search and rescue (SAR), combat search 

and rescue (CSAR), vertical replenishment (VERTREP), and 

medical evacuation (MEDEVAC).  All Navy H-60s carry a res-

cue hoist for SAR/CSAR missions. **** Per Wikipedia
