Monthly kit review:





Trumpeter 1/144 Kilo class submarine. by Dekker Zimmerman


Pt.1


 I needed a change from aircraft and wanted something to quickly build up as my spare time around the holidays was almost nil. The kit is build able in full hull or water-line and has about 125 parts. The kit has scribed panel lines and no clear parts. All parts are well molded with a some soft detail on the edges of the parts. I decided to build mine water line as this reduces the amount of parts by half and I wanted to install some crew figures on the tower as seen in the photo on the box side. It looked like this might be a simple build until I realized the “antenna farm” on the subs mast ALL had to be replaced due to the pesky mold line down the sides. I began replacing them with brass wire and tube. I spent most of Christmas day doing this even adding some photo etch screen for a radar. The kit does not have a clear windshield so I will have to build one. I found this a challenge to add interest to a submarine but I hope the end results work. Next month Pt 2.
