Today, modelers in the Colorado Springs 
area have a healthy, active and diverse 
community to be part of.  If you look at the 
community today compared to that five or 
ten years ago, you wouldnôt recognize it. 
Clubs existed in isolation. The legendary 
Modelers in Action was formed by refu-
gees from Centennial/IPMS.

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Hasegawa-Nissan R89C 

Kit #20245 

 

The Nissan R89C Group C race car was developed by Nissan for competition in the World 

Sports-car Championship, the All Japan Sports Prototype Championship, and the 1989 24 

Hours of Le Mans. Replacing the original March built series of prototypes that Nissan had 

used, the R89C was part of Nissan's increased involvement in the project. Developed in con-

junction with Lola, the R89 featured a Kevlar and carbon-fiber chassis and mounted Nissan's 

new twin-turbo VRH35Z 3.5L V8 DOHC engine in a stressed installation for better chassis ri-

gidity producing about 950hp.  

While Hasegawaôs offering of this fine car in 1/24 scale lacks a carbon fiber chassis or a 

950hp engine, it does offer some exceptional molding with crisply detailed polystyrene parts. 

The kit is a curbside which will allow the modeler to build this kit fairly quickly. There is a 

modest attempt at a transmission included which should look the part under some paint. The 

most time consuming item for this model will be painting the body work and installing the de-

cals. The colorful and extensive decals are printed by Cartograph and are exceptionally well 

done. Parts count is relatively low enabling even young modelers the chance to build this eye 

catching subject.

Kit #E24 Avro Lancaster B Mk. III, ñDambustersò 

Scale: 1/72nd 

 

The Avro Lancaster was a four-engine bomber used by the British during WWII. It was made initially by Avro 

for the British Royal Air Force (RAF) and first saw active service in 1942. Together with the Handley-Page Hali-

fax it was one of the main heavy bombers of the RAF, the RCAF and squadrons from other Commonwealth and 

European countries serving within RAF Bomber Command. The "Lanc" as it became affectionately known be-

came one of the most successful and famous bombers of the Second World War. Although the Lancaster was pri-

marily a night bomber, she excelled in many other roles including daylight precision bombing, and gained world-

wide renown as the "Dam Buster" used in the 1943 Operation Chastise raids on Germany's Ruhr Valley dams. 

 

Hasegawa continues to impress modelers with their newest releases and this one is no different, using impressive 

artwork by Koike Shigeo to capture this buildersô attention. Comprised of 249 pieces, the kit features well exe-

cuted recessed panel lines and excellent raised detail where appropriate throughout the nine sprues of their familiar 

light gray styrene and the two clear sprues. Overall construction should be simple and straight forward.  Some 

parts are not used on this particular variant and are clearly shown on the instruction sheet. 

Decals include markings for 3 aircraft:   

Lancaster B.III, ED932, 617 Sqn/1 Group, AJ-G, May 1943, as flown by Wing Cdr Guy Gibson 

Lancaster B.III, ED912, 617 Sqn/1 Group, AJ-S, July 1943 

Lancaster B.III, ED817, 617 Sqn/1 Group, AJ-C, July 1943 

 

Also included with this beautiful kit was a resin cockpit set by Kora Models (DS7209). The set is designed espe-

cially for the Hasegawa Lancaster. Casting detail is excellent and includes a small fret of photo etch and acetate 

for the instrument panel gauges. Be sure to add this big winged beauty to your collection soon!
