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YF-16 CCV Review_Build by Chuck Holte

One of the more colorful and unusual of the early Vipers is the Control Configured Ve-
hicle (CCV), modified from the very first YF-16 prototype airframe, and first flown in
April 1976. The CCV uses fly-by-wire flight control systems instead of conventional
cables and rods linking the cockpit inputs to the flying and control surfaces. Addition-
ally, General Dynamics CCV designers added a pair of canards to the lower/forward
area of the engine air inlet. The canards enable advanced maneuverability capabilities
such as changing the direction the aircraft is pointing without changing the direction of
light.

Mine had even yel-
lowed a bit in the box. | scanned the sheet and sent to a friend who did a little photo shop touch
up before printing them on an Alps printer. The resulting decals were thin and pleasingly white
where needed. | airbrushed Future over the flat insignia red and blue areas prior to decaling.
After all the decals were down, | used a semi matt overcoat for the entire model to give a uni-
form finish and kill the toylike gloss.
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The landing gear, canopy, antennas and kit AIM 9 sidewinders on the wingtips finished up the
construction.

Overall, it was an easy build with a busy masking/painting drill, resulting in a pleasing model
of an early CCV Viper.
